John Schmidt, Esqg. arrived on behalf of the Applicant. He stated that they are
requesting Preliminary and Final Major Site Plan approval for a proposed pole barn. He
stated that they have applied to the County and they have received NJDEP approval. The
following were submitted and marked as an Exhibit:

Chris Murphy was sworn in and he testified that he is a Camp Ranger and the Project
Manager and he went on to describe the location of the proposed pole barn to be utilized
for outside activities. The following was submitted and marked as an Exhibit:

Mr. Murphy stated that the proposed pole barn will be utilized by the Girl Scouts, along
with other non for profit organizations.

He stated that he has reviewed the issue with
Board Attorney Morgenstern and it was agreed that correct notice would be sent out for
next month's meeting. Board Attorney Morgenstern stated that the Board should not vote
on this matter tonight, due to the notice issue; however, the Board can carry the matter to
the Board's April meeting and act on the matter at that time and also adopt a Resolution,
which he will prepare in advance.

Board Attorney
Morgenstern stated that he would agree to waive the requirement for an Attorney for next
month.

Recycling Revisions for the Recycling Center; Shed at the Veteran Memorial Park for the
recycling of aluminum cans, plastic and glass bottles; letter from DEP regarding the oil
spill; Fishing line to be collected; Geo Engineering and contamination of the
atmosphere; bank owned homes and oil spills/leaks; saving feed bags for Paulinskill
cleanup; and the first amphibian crossing is being held this evening.
