MINUTES 

December 11, 2012 

Special Meeting 

 

A SPECIAL MEETING of the Stillwater Township Committee was called to order by Mayor Scott at 6 p.m. 

noting the meeting date, time and place were duly published in the New Jersey Herald and posted at the Town Hall and 

advised those present that this meeting was being held in compliance with provisions of P.L. 1975, Chapter 231, 

Sections 4 & 13. 

 Roll Call was taken and the flag was saluted.

Executive Session:

Straway, seconded by Mr. Gross and unanimously carried by roll call vote to adopt the resolution permitting the 

Committee to go into Executive Session at 6:07 p.m.

horse shows held at her ring.
